EDUCATION SCHOLARSHIP

HISTORY: Jane Elizabeth Seikman Campbell was born on March 14, 1937, in Kansas City, Kansas. She graduated from Washington High School in 1955 and earned a bachelor's and master's degrees in education and curriculum from Emporia State University, Emporia, Kansas. She married James E. Campbell in 1957, and raised two children; Jana Lynn Campbell Happer, who also teaches school, and James Steven Campbell.  Jane taught school for three years at Basehor, ten years in Kansas City, Kansas, and sixteen years at McLouth for a total of twenty-nine years in the classroom. She was a member of the National Education Association and the McLouth Education Association. Jane died on June 13, 1995.  
SCHOLARSHIP ELIGIBILITY: Any eight-semester McLouth High School graduating senior with a C or better grade point average after seven semesters, who plans to become a teacher will be eligible for this scholarship.
MONETARY AWARD: Three Hundred Dollars ($300) annually. If for any reason this scholarship is not awarded in any given year the annual monetary award will be reinvested in the Bank of McLouth certificate of deposit, number 1428.

SELECTION COMMITTEE: The selection committee will consists of the high school principal, the high school counselor, and one member of the McLouth Education Association. This committee will meet in April and make their selection by May 1 each year.
FINANCIAL ARRANGEMENTS: This scholarship will be financed with a one year six-thousand dollar ($6000) certificate of deposit, number 1428, purchased from the Bank of McLouth. The certificate of deposit was purchased with charitable donations from friends and associates at the time of Jane's death.  The certificate of deposit will automatically renew each year and the proceeds will roll over to the Jane Campbell Scholarship Savings Account which will fund the scholarship. Yearly unused funds in excess of twenty-five dollars will be reinvested in the certificate of deposit at the yearly renewal time (May 2). If the invested funds increase or decrease to an amount that would sustain a higher or lower yearly monetary award then the scholarship will increase or decrease in fifty dollar increments accordingly.

PTO SPONSORSHIP:  during the 1996-197 school year the McLouth Parent Teacher Organization voted to help sponsor this scholarship by donating $50 each year.
FINANCIAL OFFICER: The financial officer for this scholarship will be the Clerk of the Board, of Unified School District 342.

BEGINNING DATE: This scholarship will be awarded to a member of the 1997 graduating class of McLouth High School and to a member of the graduating class every year thereafter.
