Dear McLouth Parents and Students:

Enrollment for ALL students grades PreK-12 will take place on Monday and Tuesday, August 4 and 5, 2014, 1:00 PM to 8:00 PM in the Purple Gym.  Textbook, technology and course fees will be due at enrollment (see below) and class schedules, locker assignments and Student-Parent Handbook information will be distributed. NEW THIS YEAR:  Operation Bulldog Connect - Students in grades 6 through 12 must be present with parents at enrollment to pick up Chromebooks (see reverse).
Please carefully check the information for your student(s) on the Student Information form and return it at enrollment if changes need to be made.  It is very important the school office has CURRENT contact information available to contact you in the event of an emergency.  A Transportation Request form is included for students who will ride the bus to or from school.  Please complete all information on the form and return it to the transportation director at enrollment.  Have each student read and sign the enclosed Technology Acceptable Use Policy and return.
IF your student has a medical condition the school needs to be aware of, please be sure that information is noted on the Student Information form.  If your student will be taking prescription medication during the school day, please contact the office to obtain a “Medication Administration Request” form.  A form must also be completed for students who will carry an inhaler with them during school hours.  Also, remember to notify the school if there are custody restrictions that apply to your child.

Forms for athletic physical, concussion and proof of insurance/athletic participation are available from the secondary office.  Completed forms MUST be on file with the activities director before the student is allowed to participate in any athletic practice.
Voluntary insurance plan forms will be available at enrollment for your use if you do not carry medical insurance.  The school carries catastrophic insurance, however, this does not cover common accidents or injuries that occur at school.  Parents are financially responsible for these incidents.  If you do not have medical insurance to cover your child, we encourage you to consider the options available on this form.
